Tips for Emergency Response
1) Remain calm.

2) Assess the situation. Identify the nature of the emergency in order to decide on the next steps to take.

a. Personal: accident, injury, illness, sexual assault, kidnapping, arrest, etc.

b. Situational/External: natural disaster, civil unrest, political uprising, terrorist attack, etc.

3) Get to a safe location and assure your personal safety.

4) Contact the appropriate people on your contact list. If you cannot contact someone immediately, keep trying and try alternate methods of communication (cell phones, text messaging, public phones, e-mail, etc.).

5) Move to a more stable location. After you have eliminated immediate threat, find a place where you can get more permanent assistance or treatment.

6) Stay in touch.

Emergency Card Completion Instructions

· Complete the Emergency Card in the following manner:

Program Name: Name of your off-campus program (e.g. Washington Semester, SIT, Sweet Briar Junior Year in France)

On-Site Emergency Contact: Information for the person you should contact on-site, during your program, in case of an emergency.

Insurance Provider: Insurance which you will be using while abroad. Many programs provide you with additional special medical insurance. Contact your program to determine if you have additional insurance and how you should use it while off-campus.
U.S. Embassy in Country of Study: The contact information of the  closest U.S. Embassy or Consulate in the country where you will be studying. You can find this information on the Internet. Applicable for foreign study only.
Police/Emergency Tel # in Country of Study: You can find this information by doing an online search. For example, in Europe you may dial 112. Applicable for foreign study only.
Special Medical Conditions: If there is any information that someone should know if you are in an emergency, please note that here (e.g. special medications or health conditions that will affect emergency treatment).
Note: If you are unable to fill in all the information at this time, just leave it blank and fill it in at a later time.

· Leave a copy of this card with your U.S. emergency contacts.

· Leave a copy of this card with the OCS office. 

· The OCS office will laminate this card for you and return it to you through campus mail. Keep it with you in your wallet while you are off-campus.
