II. Course Description:
This courseis designed to hdp students explore developmentally appropriate practice and
curriculum design as well as implementation within the areas of art, mudc, drama and
movement in theearly childhoodyears. Students examine effective strategies for meeting
theneedsof al learnersin thefollowing areas as they relate to Fine Arts: lesson
planning, assessment, technology, indructiond strategies, interdisciplinary planning,
teaching and learning, program organization and classroom management. Thecourse is
designal to address the College of Wooger@ Department of Education Learning
Outcomes. It also provides an oppotunity for the student to examine standads set forth
by variousaccrediting bodies induding the Ohio Department of Education (ODE), the
Nationd Coundl for the Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE), andtheNationd

Policy Brief Related to Funding for the Artsin Schools (Due January 24™): A policy
brief isasingle page doaument tha condsely summarizes the main issues surrounding a
particular topic. In thiscase, youwill explore theissuesrelated to fundng art programs
in schools. Your pdicy brief should briefly describe the general issueaswell asindude
1-2 paragraphsdescribing the @rrosOand 1-2 paragraphsdescribing the Gong It should
condudewith 1-2 paragraphsstating your persond postion ontheissue based uponthe
facts you have presented.

Artist Study (Due February 12"): Workingwith apartner, youwill create a series of
lesson ideas that explore the uniquestyle of aparticular artist or artistic movement. This
unit should indudeat least three lesson plangprojects introdudng the artist and providing
oppotunities for youngchildren to experiment with the artist@ style. Y our unit should
also indudean age appropriate explanation of whotheartist isand why heor sheis
important to history as well as any other appropriate details of hisor her art (materials
shemight have used, places commonly used for inspiration, etc.). Each unit should also
indudecopies of origind art (ex: photbgraphs pog cards print-outs frominternet, etc.)

Microteaching in Visual Arts, Music, or Drama (See Outline for Due Dates): You
will be asked to select oneareain which to plan, develop and teach a modd lesson for
your colleagues. You will be expected to gaher appropriate resources and to write a
complete lesson plan for this lesson. Y ou are asked to confer with the teaching assistant
asyou prepare for thislesson.

Critique of Aesthetic Environment of a Classroom (Due March 27"): Y ou are asked
to spend some time observing in a classroom setting to see how it is equipped for the
teaching of the arts. Y ou are also asked to complete an observation form guidingyouin
undestanding and critiqueof the GaestheticOnature of the classroom Y ou are also asked
to comment uponthevalue of an aesthetically pleasing early childhoodenvironment and
provide your suggestionsfor changing the classroomyou are observing (if necessary).

Observation of the Art Process (Due April 10"): You are asked to observe oneearly
childhoodstudent as he or she creates a piece of visud art in order to undestand howthe
creative process developsin youngchildren. Following your observation, you are asked
to apply tools of andysisto assess theinterests and ability levels of the student whom
you oberve. Youwill beprovided with guiddines as to specific areas to which you
should close attention.

Puppetry Project (Due April 24™:

Working with a partner, you are asked to research methodsfor making several different
kindsof puppés (ex: finge, sock, etc). You are expected to develop a collection of
puppés tha you mightuse as ateacher. Y ou are expected to create at least three puppés
based uponabookfor youngchildren. In addition, you will be required to create and
perform a skit usng the puppés and story base. Additiond materials and propsmay be
used, butare optional.



Integrated Final Project (Due Thursday, May 8", 2pm): Y ou are asked to plan and
develop an integrated teaching plan that explores a specific culture or other topic of your
choice. Emphasis should be placed uponintegrating al areas of thefinearts into your
planning. You are to develop a comprehensve learning plan outiining your gods for the
unit create sample produds, providereaistic modds (where appropriate), and providea
detailed list of your resources. This information should be prepared as a poger
presentation to share with your colleagues at a Grestival of the ArtsOduring the week of
exams.
